Explain why you believe an exception should be made for you?

What documented extreme or unusual circumstances should be taken into consideration that prevented
you from doing well at KU and/or during your time away from KU?

What steps do you plan on taking to improve your academics at KU if you were allowed to be readmitted
or remain at KU? Please be specific.

If approved, you will need to earn at least a 2.50 KU term GPA. Please tell us the specific grades you
plan on earning in the classes you hope to enroll in.
